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This scholarship is specifically designed to help deserving minority students enrolled in an accredited Nursing program cope with expenses that may be unexpected.

Objectives for the SNA-SC BTN scholarship application include:

1.) Diversification of the nursing workforce in South Carolina by providing initiatives and incentives for minority students to apply to, and maintain enrollment in nursing programs throughout the state of South Carolina.

2.) Developing leaders who can address the needs of the healthcare community, and to lessen the impact of health disparities in the state of South Carolina by promoting diversity within nursing profession.

3.) Encouraging scholars to dedicate their personal and professional lives to improving the quality of life for the people of their home communities.

Candidates should consider these program objectives carefully before applying and be prepared to explain in their essays how their study plans career goals will help support these objectives.  It is strongly suggested that applicants plan to attend the State Convention in order to receive the award monies in the event of winning the scholarship.

To qualify for this scholarship, the applicant must:

1.) Be a member in good standing of the SNA-SC

2.) Be enrolled in a Nursing program in South Carolina (pre-nursing or nursing)

3.) Have a GPA of 3.0 or higher

4.) Be considered a minority nursing student

The SNA-SC BTN Scholarship is intended to encourage and support capable students with interest and potential to the field of nursing.  Information is drawn from your application, transcript, personal statements, and recommendations.  The selection committee will consider a variety of factors, including academic achievement and personal qualities (motivation, social values, maturity, goals).

Interested applicants must include in addition to the application form:

1.) An official transcript

2.) Write a personal essay (2 pages maximum)

3.) Attach no more than two faculty recommendations, with at least one being completed by a professor/administrator in the nursing department.

All applications must be received by September 5, 2009.
