Running for National Office
· Deadline: January 20, 2009 is the deadline for being a pre-slated candidate

· Application must be mailed to the NSNA office by this date

· The slate of candidates will be announced two weeks after January 20th 

· IMPORTANT: you cannot tell what you are running for until the slate of candidates is announced (you can ONLY tell that you are running for office)

· President and Vice President Positions

· Must  graduate after March of 2010 to run

· All other positions

· Must graduate after December 2009 to run

· Quick Guide to being a Pre-Slated Candidate

· Check in by 9:00 am with NEC committee on Thursday during the convention

· Someone must formally nominate you from the floor during House of Delegates

· Candidates CANNOT use balloons or food

· There is no expense limit to your campaign

· If using a posterboard, it should be no larger than 3 feet by 4 feet
· Make sure the posterboard has information about yourself

· You can have giveaways (e.g. pens)

· Friday at Midnight, Meet the Candidates is finished
